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NOTICE:  Just a reminder that the COEs for spring are due electronically by February 15.  This applies particularly to the Interns who have begun their internships with the second semester….those from January to May.  However, if an Intern was not entered as a full-year Intern, the KTIP District Coordinator must submit a new COE for that Intern.  Otherwise, a full-year Intern who was entered as full-year does not need a new COE.  Clear?  I hope so!!
Money, Money, Money

If you are a Resource Teacher and are wondering when you will receive your check, the only advice we can give is to be patient.  The goal of this office is to have checks to you as soon as is humanly possible, but the process takes a minimum of six weeks.  The process has begun for all those whose time sheets were submitted on time.  Although we are always glad to talk with you, if you call our office to inquire about your check, we really won’t be able to tell you anything about it as they are out of our hands at this point.  Remember, also, that we send the money to the districts, and they actually disburse the checks.

All KTIP committee members must complete training prior to actually serving on a KTIP committee.  In addition, we recommend that District KTIP Coordinators attend training so they may address KTIP questions and concerns in their districts.  Don’t forget that KTIP committee training may be approved for up to twelve hours of professional development credit toward continuing education requirements for resource teachers and Effective Instructional Leadership Act (EILA) credit for administrators.
