Important Dates to Remember
For interns who will be completing their internships in December, the RTIY is due to EPSB by December 15.  

The Resource Teacher fall timesheets are due to EPSB by December 20.

For New 2nd Semester Hires
If you hire a new first year teacher for the second semester, remember that you must send in a hard copy of the COE to Sharon Salsman or Sherri Henley at the address above.  Be sure you include the teacher’s Social Security number, the teaching area, and the hire date (which is the same as the beginning date of the internship).

Certification will then provide a Provisional Certificate good for the rest of the school year.
If you hire a new first year teacher for the second semester, and the district is fully funding the resource teacher and teacher educator, remember the COE must be keyed into IMS on or before February 15.  As a reminder, you must send an email to Sharon Salsman or Sherri Henley at the address above notifying them that the internship is “district funded.”  

Payments

This is a reminder that Resource Teacher payments will be sent directly from Treasury to the school districts and to the individual of the private or non-public school. As soon as payment is approved an email is sent to the District Coordinator informing them of approval. The email has a link to access the report for the individual district roster.
Also for University Coordinators, the second invoice date for the Teacher Educator will be due to EPSB by January 10, 2009.

New IECE Test

Effective September 1, 2009, obtaining IECE certification will require completion of the Praxis II IECE (0023) test with no cut score.   A cut score will most likely be implemented effective September 1, 2010.  

Please note: Because the IECE (0023) falls into the “low volume test” category, there are currently only three administration dates per testing year. The 2008-2009 administration dates are listed below.

· November 15, 2008

· March 14, 2009

· June 13, 2009                             

Those students who will be applying for certification between September 1, 2009, and August 31, 2010, may go ahead and take the test and use that test attempt for up to five years from the administration date.  However, those students who take the test September 1, 2010, and after, will be required to meet the cut score in effect at the time of test administration.
